If you are 
purchasing the school books yourself, please remember that the booklist must be returned 
with payment for school requirements.  If you have more than one child in the school, 
separate payments should be sent into each class teacher, (i.e. not all in the same 
envelope).  
 

If you are interested in selling/swapping school books or uniform, don’t forget to check 
out http://boards.maynoothbns.ie which has been set up through the PTA to facilitate 
parents.  Also, if you would like to donate/sell your son’s Geography Quest 3, 4, 5 or 6 to 
the school, please send back the slip (or a note) to your son’s teacher before Friday 18th 
June.  Next year 3rd – 6th classes will need 2 geography books, Geography Quest and 
another text to be decided.  Combined cost will be in the region of €20 but both can be 
rented for just €5.50.

You are asked to send in a stamped addressed envelope to your son’s teacher by 

Friday 18th June, so that your son’s end of year report can be forwarded to you.  
(Separate envelopes if you have children in different classes please.) 

N.B. If a stamped addressed envelope is not received, the report can only be obtained in 
September by request.

Road Safety Campaign Ð In Car Child Safety 
The Kildare Garda Traffic Corps have notified us that they will be 
conducting random checks in the vicinity of schools during June. They 
will be checking in particular, compliance with safety belt and child 
restraint systems in motor vehicles.  There will be further campaigns from 
September onwards.

Footwear 
In recent years the Board of Management has taken a very child-friendly position in 
relation to the footwear worn with the school uniform.  As the boys tend to be active 
during breaks, especially the older boys who participate in the organised ‘Yard Games’, 
the Board has permitted the wearing of runners/trainers to school with the school uniform. 
 

There is, however, a restriction with regards to colour – they must be dark coloured, 
preferably black.  Under no circumstances should brightly coloured runners be worn to 
school e.g. yellow, blue, green, orange, red etc.  This rule will be relaxed between now and 
the summer holidays.  However, from the beginning of the next school year, full 
compliance will be expected.

As the end of the year draws closer, we would appeal that you check to ensure 
your son is not missing any coats/jackets or uniform items.  There is still a good 
deal of lost property awaiting collection.  Anything not claimed by Friday 25th
